3. Enter the amount.

4. Enter the description such as “Donation”

or “Restoration” etc. and complete the payment.

If you have started internet banking, you can continue to do
so using your current envelope number as we will withdraw
that set from general circulation. This enables you to use the
envelopes if you choose to do so in the future.

St Joseph's has been issued with parking permits which cover the four spaces outside the church in Macquarie Street (not
the two spaces outside the Astor Grill), and eight spaces in Harrington Street from the corner down to the Monastery
driveway.
