THE 2020 PARISH FAIR: Regrettably the decision has been taken by the Parish Pastoral Council in consultation with
the St Joseph’s clerical community and our regular Fair contributors to cancel this year's Parish Fair. Although many
communal event restrictions are starting to be lifted, it was felt that our capacity to guarantee the continuing health and
well-being of our broad but ageing community would be compromised by continuing with the event, especially given the
confined space of Legacy Hall and the virtual impossibility of ensuring any sort of social distancing within such a venue.
